Someone once said that if you wanted to know what God was interested in 

look at what He is looking at.  He is definitely looking at the Maasai in 

UôKambeni Village.  Five pages canôt begin to tell you all about graduation, 

a wedding, village churches, new students, a grade school, a garden, elec-

tions and new staff members.  It was defiantly a whirl wind time for us. 

 

For thousands of years the Maasai have been a forgotten people.  Nomadic 

herdsmen, uneducated and undesirable.  On August 21, 2010, 25 Maasai 

proudly donned graduation caps and gowns and received their diploma from 

International School of Ministry, the curriculum we use at CCMI.  When 

classes began most didnôt know how to read or write and had no prior edu-

cation.  When they graduated, all could read and write.  All finished well!  

They completed a two year course of study in just one year. 

 

A second class of students began their studies in June.   Fifteen are women, 

which includes six nursing mothers. Babies came to class too.   Four of  the 

young men  are just  in their teens.  They take their studies very seriously.  It 

is part of our vision to train up the next generation also. 

 

The people of Tanzania are very aware of who has provided such amazing 

things for them.  They  always have a thanksgiving service to thank God for 

what He has given them.  Here a blind man walked over 10 miles to partici-

pate in the celebration of his brothers graduation. 

 

Since babies were in class every day they were no longer afraid of white 

faces.  Here Kathy gets to play with one of them, giving her mother a break.  

Perhaps this will be a future student.   

  
Oct 31st was election Day in Tanzania.  Our villagers were defiantly of the 

green party.  They took this very seriously.  Here two of our village elders 

are participating in a rally where the President of Tanzania was speaking.       

Political rally's were a bit scary.  The green party kept the president in office 

and there werenôt any post election problems. 

          
Our hearts are so deeply touched when we visit churches deep in the village.  

There is a pureness here that the Spirit of the Lord loves.  His presence is so 

strong because the hearts of the people are so pure.  They come together in a 

place where there are rocks to sit on and celebrate Him.  It isnôt about a 

building, chairs or carpets.  It is all about Him.  They donôt ask us for any-

thing, just come and share His Presence with us.

Education is greatly valued in third world countries.  

The people of this region had no hope of having even 

the most basic of education.    May 2009, CCMI brought 

change to the Maasai.  A school was begun with 25 stu-

dents.  More than half of them could not read or write.  

Some only spoke Maasai, only a couple knew English. 

 
August 21, 2010 they walked!  

And walk they did. Not down 

a neat isle but from their 

school thru  the dust, dead 

grass and grazing land to a                

ceremony under the trees. sent choir robes for them to 

wear and we had hats made.      

They had finished a two      

year course in just one year.      

Now all of them can read and 

write. They were changed on 

the inside and out.  Most of them you could hardly recognize because they had been so transformed.  

Never before in the history of this region had such a thing been heard of.  Government officials, pas-

tors, educators village and civil leaders all came to witness what God had done.  Such a celebration 

you have never seen, complete with a ñGoat Cake.ò  During graduation they were all challenged to 

not look back at what God had already done but ahead to what He yet will do.  As soon as classes 

finished they moved out.  They are teachers, ministers, and evangelist.  They are working with 

women and children in their churches.  They are moving ahead and making a difference among their 

own people.  One student was hired by the government to work with food distribution.  He is now 

considered an educated man.   

                  We give all the praise to God! 

 

You wouldn't think of attending Bible School with-

out a Bible, but most of the students didnôt own 

one.  A few had been able to borrow one.  We were 

able to give Bibles to all the graduates and to the 

current students.  It was worth more to them than 

pure gold.  There arenôt words to express their reac-

tion to this very precious gift.  
 

 

 

Luka and his wife are both graduates of our school.  

Shortly after classes ended she gave birth to a baby girl.  

She had walked from their home (approximately three 

miles) to school every day of her pregnancy.  Luka and 

his wife, Verapikisi, now co-teach the young children in 

the new primary school under the trees.  On days she 

teaches the new baby is on her back.  Here Harry is pre-

senting them with their copy of The Shepherdôs Staff, a 

resource book ISOM gives to all graduates.

Domenic had many surprises for us when we arrived.  Par-

ents and children had come to him begging for a school for 

the kids.  God placed the desire in Lukaôs heart to teach 

them.  They meet under a few trees.  Boards left over from 

the construction project were made into benches.  146 chil-

dren are registered but usually only about 80 of them show 

up on any given day.   They range in age from 3 to 14. 

 

 

A black board was made with black paint on a 

piece of masonite.  Our hearts broke as we saw 

them practicing their letters in the deep dust they 

had smoothed out one ground.  It is costing us 

about $25.00 a month to provide notebooks and 

pencils  for them.  Their writing is perfect.

The first of June a new class of students began their  studies.  

We were able to teach them basic Christian principles for 

two months. The first year students said these teachings had 

grounded and strengthened them to persevere thru the rest 

of the year.   I donôt know how school teachers give up their 

students at the end of the year.  Iôm not sure who grieved 

more about our leaving, us or them.  Domenic is amazing 

with the students.  This is truly his gifting. 

 

 

 

 

 

Our vision is to train up leaders. We were surprised to find 

four teen age boys in class.  These boys could read and write 

and they are sharp. They will defiantly lead the next genera-

tion. Domenic was going to dismiss school a day early and 

they argued with him that he couldnôt do that.  They didnôt 

want to miss even one day of classes.  They love to challenge 

each other during the small group study times. The four of 

them were always out behind the building studying during 

break time and after school.  One of them reads his Bible 

every day during lunch.  They remind us of young Davidôs, 

just shepherd boys but they are having an encounter with 

God.

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  ñWater Brings Lifeò 

 

As soon as the well was producing water, a garden was 

planted.  Thousands of tomato plants.  We couldnôt convince 

them to take some out and plant a variety of vegetables.  Two 

weeks before we left, Harry was able to work with Jacob and 

teach him how to plant zucchini.  He just couldnôt understand 

that he was only going to plant 12 seeds.  They were over two 

feet tall in two weeks.  The land is very fertile here because 

for centuries vast flocks of animals have grazed here and it 

never freezes.  A cold day would be 65 degrees. 

 

They have been flood irrigating the garden.  Now 

Dick will teach them how to use drip irrigation using 5 

gallon buckets as the  source.  As they learn this,  they 

will be able to grow gardens at home and provide food 

for themselves. 

 

Our first project this year was to run a water line from the water tank 

to the school building and build a second water fetching station.  

Clean water  is now available  where the cooking is done. .   

 

The students planted trees and flowers  around the school building.  

Each one is assigned a tree to water every day.  They were so disap-

pointed when they arrived one day to find the goats and donkeys had 

broken thru the boma fence and eaten all the flowers and two of the 

trees.  We are hoping to have this area fenced in the near future. 

 

A couple of the trees werenôt growing well so Kathy taught Domenic 

how to make cow tea.  The trees loved it  and are now doing well.  

Trees, flowers and a garden are unheard of in Maasai Land. Visitors 

often come to look it  over and are amazed at what they see. 

 

 

For centuries too much fluoride in the water has caused serious birth defects and health issues in all of East 

Africa.  The Professor who installed our de-fluoridation system introduced us to the work at the Rehab Center 

in Usa River.  Late in September, they brought a team including 

a German orthopedic surgeon out to our village and did health 

evaluations on the people.  We could now clearly see what too 

much fluoride had done to their bodies.  Most were too old to 

help but we heard her say repeatedly to young people that if 

they drink the purified water their symptoms should be gone in 

about two years.   

 

This boy was so severely handicapped that they carefully 

pushed him on a bicycle to the clinic.  Below he waits his 

turn to see the doctor.  Unfortunately all she could do for 

him was get a special wheel chair made to fit him.  An older 

lady was diagnosed with sever rheumatism.  She couldnôt 

walk or get up and down.  They had brought her over 15 

miles  wedged between two people on a motor cycle.  Again,  

all   they could do is give her some pain pills.  These people 

are prime for a miracle. 

Jacob is our daytime guard, he also  
tends the garden.  Harry is teaching 
him some gardening techniques.    

The only help the doctor could  give 
this boy was a new wheel chair
