May 5th was our second fALand I
CCMI School of Ministry. We now have 29 students, 9 are
women and young girls. There are 2 couples studying together.
Many of our students have never been to school. We gave a full
scholarship to the neighboring Lutheran Church in return for the
use of their building, until our facilities are ready. They are very
excited to have us there and to be a part of what God is doing in
this region to train up the body of Christ.

Everyday the students gave great testimonies of the power of God
operating in their lives. One man, who had never been to school,
coul dnot read or write when
classes he found he was now able to do both.

Registration on the first day of class

Two students testified of dreams that they had a year before we come to Massai Land. They had seen
white people starting a school and saw themselves in class. Neither of them had ever been to school. Lt
before we had gone to Tanzania God heard the cry of His people. He had already decided what He was gc
to do for them.

The first two weeks of class we taught our own material.
followed the format that would be used with ISOM. First
teaching, then breaking into small discussion groups, f
lowed by a time back together to go over the answers fo
in the study time. They were so excited that each of thg
wanted to be the one to share the answer.

Some of the foundational topics we taught were very foreis=
to Massai thinking. For t&E=
tive on marriage. Several students had multiple wives and
had faced a lot of condemnation because of it. Some things
from the past candét be changed but those not yet
|l earn that God values women the same way He does
them that Jesus came to serve. The second day Domenic appointed men to serve the chai. They have tota
embraced the role of servanthood and now laugh with each other as they serve.

Studying in small groups

Yet another teaching was on AGod
firmly established in Godbs pri
plier and not the American Church. They are already seeing miracles for
their registration fees for school. A widow, who was the only support
for her family, had no money to register with. She had sought God and
another class member is paying her registration fees.

By day three the students had bonded together and were solving their
own probl ems. They didndét want t

The man in the picture on the left is an elder in the Lutheran Church. On
Sunday he wears vestments over his shukas. As we were driving, we found
him out with his herds. He is a powerful man of God. One day after
school he asked i f we could take
had malaria and they had no way to transport her.

Some pastors come nearly as far to school as we drive from town. It takes
them 34 hours to get there. Often when we are out we find them on their
bikes riding home from the remote churches they preach in. Many of these
bikes are the ones we gave them in years past. These are the happies
people no matter their circumstances. They are delighted to serve the Lord
and to greet us along the way.

This house belongs to oneft
of our students. He is alsop
a pastor. Poverty is not an
attitude here. They may
not have much but they are
proud of what they do =&
have. Everything is kept oy -
neat and swept. A pastards home

Many carry water for great distances. The wells for miles around contain only surface

water. There is no safe drinking water in the region. This year the rains have failed to
fall on Massai Land. They are moving their herds closer to the mountains to find food

and water for them. With the drought di
the people next year.

A temporary well was hand dug to provide
water for construction
until 35 feet down. Since they had worked
so hard to dig it, we decided to put a safety
top on it and use it for future irrigation. The
Massai were already using this water on a
regular basis. As soon as we fence the prop-
erty we can drill a fresh water
well that will be 270 feet deep. It
will provide clean water, suitable
for consumption, for the region.

The physical needs of the people
for fresh water and the Spiritual
needs for the Living Water of the
Word of God are parallel. Our
desire is to provide both for them.
