Hundreds of Maasai were seen and
treated. Many were healed thru prayers that were mixed with medical treat-
ment. The team funded all supplies and medication for the two week clinic.

Kathy and I are good at training lead-
ers but felt totally inadequate about holding a revival.

A Clinic for U’Kamboni...

Our one room clinic worked well to treat hundreds of
Maasai from all over the region. People walked for
hours to see the doctor. Many would wait all day and
then return the 2nd or 3rd day until they were seen. The
team would work late into the evening, using flash
lights, because it was so hard to turn the people away.
We would move thru the crowds taking their tempera-
tures, trying to find those that were sickest so they could
be treated first.

sion. In Maji Moto, with the aid of the government,
female circumcision was stopped. Another student
stood against the elders, who had come to his home
to circumcise the girls, saying they would have to
kill him 1st. They left! Reports are now many.
Tribal practices are being refused. In their place,
doctors are being brought in for a medical procedure
for the boys. It has taken great courage for these
men to stand up for the truth of God on these issues.
