Three years ago the Lord gave us a wilderness in Tanzania. We continue
to be amazed as He develops this project. The way was prepared for us to
go there and our assignment has been to prepare the way for the Maasai to
come into relationship with the Lord.

Much of our work has been foundational. Water and food for hungry peo-
ple. Building trust with local leaders. Jesus met the needs of the day as
He ministered to the people.

Late in the fall we began our fencing project. Phases | & Il of this project
have been completed. A boma, thorn bush fence, was added in some parts,
temporarily, until the project can be completed. The boma fence seems to
be working to protect the garden although it needs to be added to regu-
larly.

The rains came and with it the need to get the little kids out of the dirt and
into a building. This is a temporary building until funding is available
make them a building out of bricks.

For two years our students have been using temporary facilities. The pit
latrine could not be repaired and snakes were getting into the shed that
four of the women were sleeping in. The time had come to begin building
permanent structures.

The foundation for the 1st dorm is completed. Walls are going up on it
and we have funding for the trusses and roof.

As soon as the current projects are com-
pleted we will begin work on the community center. Just as God prepared
a place to meet with Adam & Eve, so also He is preparing a place to meet
with the Maasai.




A Security Fence...

Because we are located in open range land it was
necessary to build a fence to protect our project
from the goats, donkeys and cattle seeking water
Our fencing project actually began last fall before
our return home. Phase | was completed around
the 1st fetching station. We have now been able
to complete Phase IlI, moving across
. : the end where the water project is and
At XD & : part way up the sides. We are tempo-
: ‘ rarily using a boma fence, thorn

bushes, across the middle until the rest
of the fence can be completed.

By keeping the livestock away from
the perimeter of the well system we
can insure the water will not be con-
taminated. A sturdy gate keeps live-
stock out and lets the local village
people in to get clean water.

A Multipurpose Building...

This 50x100 foot building will serve as a mullti
purpose community center. One end will be an
apartment for Domenic to live in and one corner
will have two rooms for the directors to live in
while working in the village.

The Theology School can not grow until we

have a bigger building. We will hold adult
classes in the morning and
in the same building in the afternoon. Then the

current smaller building can be used for a clinic.

By building this building we will save rent and utilities in town and extend the life of our car.
Domenic is currently driving 3 hours a day back and forth to school on terrible roads. With the
cost of gas now 2,050tsh a liter or $5.18 a gallon we will see a great savings here also.
