   Buildings, Buildings, Buildings.  All around the property buildings are going up.  It 

   has been an amazing year so far.  We have completed the toilet/sewer system. There 

   are both a menôs and a womenôs private toilet that flush into a septic system.  A                        

temporary school building was built for the children's school.  When the community 

center is completed, we will use this building for a kitchen.  As soon as the wall was 

built in the class room to make a safe place for the women to sleep, the funds started 

coming in for the dormitory.  We now have a beautiful  24 bed dormitory.  Funds are 

being raised for bunk beds and mattresses.  The property is partially fenced and the 

garden has been doubled in size.  Staff is being added, we are definitely growing. 

 

      Activation 
The gifting and callings of God are placed in you in the womb.  All we are doing in 

our school is training and activating the gifts that are already there.  

  

The 2nd class of 27 Maasai students  will graduate on October 21st and are now pre-

pared to take the  gospel of Jesus Christ to their nation. 

 

100 Maasai children are in school for the 1st time, learning to read, write and do 

math.  Two years ago there was no hope that any of them would ever be educated or 

have a future beyond that of a herdsman. 

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    

Those graduates who werenôt already pastors are getting jobs.  We are anxious to see 

where this graduating class end up. 
      Anticipation 

Sept 6th, 25 new students will begin their studies at CCMI.  Students are coming 

from Kenya and Rwanda this year, anticipating they will now have an education.  

We now have a dorm to house them in. 

 

Women anticipating a one room clinic they can deliver their babies in without walk-

ing 21 miles to town.  We will open the clinic when we arrive. 

 

 A garden big enough to feed the students,  with drip irrigation. 
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We continue to give God praise for all He is doing in East Africa.  But along 

with the good comes the difficulties that those in our village face every day.  

In June five of our women lost their babies during delivery and one of the 

women died.  We donôt know the specifics of what happened but we do 

know we donôt have a clinic and the mid- wives in the village donôt have 

much training.  Conditions are bad at best.  We have plans  and price quotes 

for a clinic.   

 

We thought we were making a safe place for the women to sleep in.  But 

God was looking ahead.  He saw the dorm done and the finished  room the 

beginning of a clinic for right now.  Now the women have a clean  place to 

deliver their babies.  Our 

second clean water fetch-

ing station is right outside 

the door. 

 

 

Oct 9th a medical team is coming to UôKambeni Village.  

They will conduct a free Medical Camp and train over 100 

people in basic medical care.  The doctor that is coming spe-

cializes in obgyn and will  train the village midwives.  Preg-

nant women will be given a birthing kit so that if they do 

deliver at home they have something sanitary to use. 

 

 

 

 

After morning training sessions, free medical clinics will 

be held.  We will also do medical screening and evaluation 

of the children. The team will help us open and stock our 

one room clinic.  It is a beginning.  Pictured on the front 

page is the clinic that some day will  be on our property.                                                                                    

The children are very  dear to our 

hearts.  If was a difficult day when 

we learned that one of the children 

in our school had died.  Two years 

ago Domenic had found Lembera 

living in the dirt outside of his family home.  Many of you 

were  concerned about this child.  We had his wheel chair 

repaired but it had broken again.  Last year they wheeled 

him to the clinic on the back of a bicycle.  The doctor at 

USA River had a special chair made for him.  Domenic 

got him a school uniform and he has been attending school 

for the last year.  Unfortunately he was so deformed and 

had TB in his spine so that when help did come his condi-

tion was too advanced for his body to respond to medical 

treatment.    

Now our one room clinic.

Two years ago Domenic found Lembera living in the dirt 

outside his home.  Here he is in his new chair in the school. 
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The childrenôs school continues to grow.  We now 

have 185 children registered and about 100 attend 

regularly.  This year we have had two of our last year 

graduates teaching the children.  Rachel will join them 

in teaching as soon as she graduates this year.  It still 

makes big classes but we are moving forward.  Our 

current project for the kids school is to provide school 

benches for them.  $133.00 will buy one set. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Another concern with the children is that they are 

hungry.  The ongoing famine affects the old and the 

children.  It will cost us about $400.00 a month to 

feed them, once we start we canôt stop.   

 

We have doubled the size of our garden but their sta-

ple diet is maze with a few beans.  If we were able to 

fence our entire 12 acres we could possibly grow  

enough to feed them.  But they come to school anyway.   

They are so excited that they have a school! 

 

With the completion of the dormitory our Theology School has gone international.  Students have already 

registered from Kenya and Rwanda.  The dorm will be full before classes begin  Sept 6th.  Currently we 

are raising funds  for bunk beds with mattresses, each set is $233.00. 

   

We are modeling farming for our villagers.  It is a diffi-

cult transition for herdsmen to become farmers.  As 

they watch us and eat from our garden they begin to 

learn how to provide for themselves and their families.   

 

Last year Kathy taught Domenic how to make ñcow 

tea.ô  You put a little fresh manure in a 5 gallon bucket, 

fill it with water and the next day pour it on your plants.  

Everything has grown really well after having this tasty 

treat. 

 

The Lord is saying this is the year for revival.  He has 

been preparing a place to meet with the people, a gar-

den in the wilderness.  Oct 20th Pastor Richard Pro-

basco from New Song Community Church in Portland, 

Or will be bringing an evangelistic team.  they will hold our first revival.  Part of the team will hold a Va-

cation Bible School for the children.  We are expecting over 300 children to attend.  We plan to feed all 

the participants and the children during these meetings.  It should be quite a teat. 

 

In January we have a team coming that will install drip irrigation for our compound.  We have been flood 

irrigating the garden which works most of the time but sometimes the plants do drown.  We will teach 

them how to use a bucket system and then they can begin to grow crops at their own homes.

Real people with real feelings, wants and needs just like ours.  They donôt know if their chil-

dren will even grow up because of the desperate conditions they live in.  Kids needing medical 

attention...Kids hungry...Kids needing a real school. 

 

Life is cruel in third world countries.  There are no federally funded programs for children, the 

old or the handicapped.  We havenôt even been able to get help from World Aid. 

 

But God has had a better plan for this village.  He has said ñSeek Me first and All these things 

will be added unto you.ò  We have seen His miracles unfold before our eyes over the last three 

years.  One by one we are crossing things off our list. 

 

If you were to describe this project, the one word would be Acceleration!  Most of the time 

God is running ahead of us, pulling on our faith.  Teaching us to lean into Him and trust that 

He will do what He said He will do. 

 

He has not only Activated these people but He has been activating us.  Pulling us up to new 

levels.  And now this year Activating three teams that will join their faith with ours for the 

benefit of this project.   

 

We are like baby chicks pecking at the shell struggling to come forth.  And in the struggle we 

are strengthened.  We lay down who we are and allow the Creator, I Am, the God of All, to be 

who He is and do what He does.  He delights in Activating his chosen one.  He knew the plans 

for each of us before the beginning of time and now, today, He delights in seeing them fulfilled.   

 

So this trip will be a joining of three teams with a people group God has chosen to bless.  This 

is the Day, This is the Hour, yes, this is Godôs Time.  Yes, the day for destiny to mature in all  

of us.  For in the giving is the receiving.  Mysteries of the Kingdom revealed.  You get by giv-

ing.  Giving all you are.  The principle God modeled by giving Jesus on the cross.  Back to the 

beginning in John 3:16.  God gave and in the giving got all mankind back. 

 

We covet your prayers this year, that as these teams come to pour out themselves, that the 

ñGlory of God will fill the earthéò
